“While n seat in a private
miedical college costs no less
than Hs. 30 lakhs, the same
courss can be completed in
China or former USSK coun-
trics spending half of that,”
says Rajaram, Managing
Partner of Medico Abroad.

Moreover, the academic
period has also been reduced
to five years in China and the
MCI has also permitted to
complete their one year ap-
prenticeship in India making
it an attractive option for In-
dinn students,” says Jaipaul
Reddy of 5L Joseph's

Admission season for these
countries will be completed
by September. But there have
been many apprebensions
over the foreign educated In-
dian medicos clearing the
mandatory screening  test
conducted by the Medical
Council of India (MCI).
